One of the greatest challenges we face is the impact of climate
change. The majority of carbon emissions in the EMCCA region
are from transport. The EMCCA region’s total greenhouse gas
emissions have fallen by 31% since 2005, however transport
emissions have only fallen by 11%, indicating that transport in
the region is not decarbonising as quickly as other sectors. Our
rate of transport decarbonisation is slower than other regions.
The Transport Plan will need to demonstrate how we will reduce
transport emissions.

The Transport Plan will encourage a ‘whole street approach’ to
maintenance work. Where road surfaces are being improved
for example, the opportunity will be taken to consider additional
enhancements rather than just replace like for like, including
for accessibility, noise, active travel, public transport and the
character of the place. This will improve the street environment
for highway users.

Innovations in technology can support highway maintenance
and improvements, for example scanning of road surfaces and
the use of Al can allow highways authority to take a preventative
approach to asset management.

There is also development work being undertaken on the impact
of maintenance activities on whole life carbon management,

The impact on users during the process of improvement also
needs consideration. Improvement work causes disruption, and
our approach will need to minimise this while acknowledging the
essential nature of maintenance work.
